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Acritarchs and prasinophyceans belonging to eleven genera have been found in the Upper Ordovician

(Ashgill) deposits from Zalesie Nowe (Holy Cross Mountains, southern Poland). They are the first

representatives of organic-walled plankton described thus far from the uppermost Ordovician/lowermost

Silurian strata in the southern part of the Holy Cross Mountains.
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
