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The paper presents characteristics of two megaspore assemblages of the Middle Bundsandstein

of Poland. First assemblage, characterized by mass occurrence of Talchirella daciae

Antonescu & Taugourdeau-Lantz, was derived from top parts of the Middle

Bundsandstein of the Fore-Sudetic Monocline and margins of the

Świętokrzyskie Mts (Holy Cross Mts), whereas the second, characterized

by a marked contribution of Trileites polonicus Fuglewicz, was recorded from basal parts of the Middle

Bundsandstein of the north-eastern Poland.
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
