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Silurian cephalopod limestones known from northern Asia are usually singular beds or horizons of

nodules. They range in their taphonomic character from the Mojero river type, with postmortem

concentration from rich living populations by relatively gentle bottom currents into a submarine low, to

that of the Karabutak Formation of the South Urals, where there has been concentration by strong wave or

current action.
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
